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1. Updates 
 

Ngā Kāinga Anamata - June 2023 Update 

The last project update in December 2022, outlined a significant escalation in the proposed 
construction cost for this project. The cultural significance of the site had also become more apparent, 
which was having implications on the developable portion of the land. It was proposed that a revised 
scope would be developed to address these two factors. 

Since December, the removal of the old dwellings on the Glendowie (Auckland) site has been 
completed. There have also been a number of discussions with mana whenua and Heritage NZ, with 
engagement still ongoing and likely to take much of the remainder of this year. The site is located on 
the edge of an historical Pā site, and given the cultural sensitivities, it is imperative to conclude these 
discussions in full before any construction of new homes begins. 

A revised scope for the Ngā Kāinga Anamata innovation pilot is still progressing, with a view to trialling 
a more affordable range of innovations, and pote ially on an alternative site.  

Another progress update will be provided in September.

Dawn blessing Te Mātāwai, 139 Greys Avenue 

This week Kāinga Ora and Ngāti Whātua o Ōrākei acknowledged the nearing completion of Te 
Mātāwai with a dawn blessing. A gathering of eighty people including tangata whenua, Kāhui Tū Kaha 
support workers, build partners, Kāinga Ora leaders and Te Mātāwai staff were welcomed at the 
Greys Avenue construction site before moving inside where Ngāti Whātua Ōrākei kaumatua began 
the blessing of the new buildings with karakia.  

Due to the cale of the Te Mātāwai complex, the group then split into smaller teams of seven people 
to traverse th  twenty-one residential storeys at the site. The three distinct buildings that make up the 
new complex ar  named after natural states of water which are elevated. They do not sit within a 
hierarchy of importance, seniority or value. The buildings were named by Ngāti Whātua Ōrākei and 
are Waitapu - Building A, Waiora - Building B and Wainui - Building C.  

The blessing concluded in the main lobby with Ngāti Whātua Ōrākei performing waiata and a powerful 
haka. Patrick Dougherty, Kāinga Ora General Manager of Construction and Innovation, acknowledged 
the significant manaakitanga from Ngāti Whātua Ōrākei and the warm relationship which has been 
shared consistently across this significant project.  

Following the conclusion of the formal protocols, the group walked to the community pop-up at 
Vincent Street where kai was shared.  

Code compliance certification is expected for the building in the coming weeks and the formal event to 
acknowledge the final completion of Te Mātāwai will take place on 3 August 2023 at 139 Greys 
Avenue as confirmed by the Prime Minister’s office.
